INSTRUCTIONS

I. GENERAL INSTRUCTION FOR RESPONSE TO WNDD RFP

To be responsive, your proposal should demonstrate:

1. Your understanding of the work requested

2. Your background, experience, and qualifications in similar or related work

3. Your completed work regarding successful economic development planning projects that have been implemented.

4. Demonstrated work for economic development planning projects completed in an economy that is environmentally sensitive and primarily based upon tourism.
5. Your on the ground data gathering methodology in addition to any public or commercial data source you would use.
6. Your specific approach to accomplishing your recommended strategies.

7. The qualifications and availability of persons who will perform the work

8. Any problems anticipated that could limit or constrain results

9. A general outline or description of the final product

10. The organization of personnel to accomplish the work

11. A proposed cost/rate for the services requested

II. STATEMENT OF WORK

The Consultant shall complete a land survey of the former Babbitt Housing Area, Hawthorne, Nevada.

The purpose of the land survey is to determine the metes and bounds of the former Babbitt Housing Area in Hawthorne, Nevada.  The land is owned by Mineral County, Nevada.

In addition, the land survey is to also survey parcels within this site.  Surveyed parcels will then be able to be sold to business firms wanting to locate in this site designated for commercial and industrial purposes.

The WNDD region consists of the following western Nevada counties:  Carson City, Churchill, Douglas, Lyon, Mineral, Pershing and Storey.  There are four cities, Fallon, Fernley, Lovelock, Yerington and one consolidated city/county, Carson City. 
This project is to complete the following:

1. Conduct a land survey of the metes and bounds of the former Babbitt Housing Area in Hawthorne, Nevada.

2. With the assistance of Mineral County Economic Development Authority, determine the size of the parcels to be surveyed within the Babbitt Housing Area.

3. Submit the filing of the land survey and the surveyed parcels for filing with Mineral County, Nevada.

III. DELIVERABLE PRODUCTS:

1. Completed land survey for the metes and bounds of the former Babbitt Housing Area, Hawthorne, Nevada.

2. Completed parcel survey of the former Babbitt Housing Area, Hawthorne, Nevada.

3. Proof of filing for record of the land survey and the parcel survey of the former Babbitt Housing Area, Hawthorne, Nevada, at the Mineral County Assessor’s Office.

IV. TIME SCHEDULE

Work on this project should begin as soon after contract award as possible. 

The completion date for all work for this project is September 30, 2010.

V. QUALIFICATION CRITERIA

Minimum qualifications shall be considered as follows:

1. The specialized experience and professional competence of the respondent and its personnel in relation to the services to be rendered

2. The past performance record on contracts with WNDD or with others on such factors as cost, quality of work, responsibility, and the ability to meet schedules

3. The capacity of the consultant to perform the work within the time limitation, taking into consideration the current and planned workload of the respondent

4. The familiarity of the respondent with similar types of problems applicable to the project

5. The avoidance of personal and organizational conflicts of interest as prohibited under federal, state, and local laws

VI. PROPOSAL EVALUATION CRITERIA

The following minimum criteria shall be considered:

1. The quality of the work to satisfy the project

2. The proposed method to accomplish the work

3. The specialized experience and technical competence of key personnel who will perform the work

4. The cost quoted and cost considerations for the same or similar work activities

5. The business reputations, capabilities, responsibilities and past performance of the individuals or firms submitting proposals.
