INSTRUCTIONS

I. GENERAL INSTRUCTION FOR RESPONSE TO WNDD RFP

To be responsive, your proposal should demonstrate:

1. Your understanding of the work requested

2. Your background, experience, and qualifications in similar or related work

3. Your completed work regarding successful economic development planning projects that have been implemented.

4. Demonstrated work for economic development planning projects completed in an economy that is environmentally sensitive and primarily based upon tourism.
5. Your on the ground data gathering methodology in addition to any public or commercial data source you would use.
6. Your specific approach to accomplishing your recommended strategies.
7. The qualifications and availability of persons who will perform the work

8. Any problems anticipated that could limit or constrain results

9. A general outline or description of the final product

10. The organization of personnel to accomplish the work

11. A proposed cost/rate for the services requested

II. STATEMENT OF WORK

The Consultant shall develop a strategic initiative for the creation of clean room technology in the Western Nevada Development Region.

A clean room technology strategic does not exist in the WNDD region. 
The WNDD region consists of the following western Nevada counties:  Carson City, Churchill, Douglas, Lyon, Mineral, Pershing and Storey.  There are four cities, Fallon, Fernley, Lovelock, Yerington and one consolidated city/county, Carson City. 
This project is to complete the following:

1. Create a marketing campaign to develop the details why the region is the best choice for new and expanding small businesses within the controlled environment industry.  The initial focus will be upon medical device(s), biotech, pharmaceutical and food processors.

2. Create a target list of companies to contact in the western U.S. to include, but not limited to Nevada, Arizona, California, Idaho, New Mexico, Oregon, Washington and Utah.

3.  Create a mail advertising letter and attachments, targeting approximately 4,500 firms.

4. Develop a web site to allow potential firms to determine the cost savings based upon their current geographic cost.

5. Complete e-mail and fax follow-ups to contacts with customized free detailed economic analysis for operational savings at the new location.

6. Attend one trade show.

7. Work with Western Nevada College for training and education for economic redeployment of current and future work forces.

8. Work with Western Nevada College to set up a pilot clean room for job training.

III. DELIVERABLE PRODUCTS:
1. Create the marketing campaign for medical device(s), biotech, pharmaceutical and food processors.

2. Create the target list of companies to contact in the western U.S.

3. Complete a direct mail advertising effort targeting 4,500 firms.

4. Develop the web site.

5. Track e-mail and fax follow-ups for contacts.

6. Attend one trade show.

7. Develop training and education program for current and future work forces with Western Nevada College.

8. Pilot clean room implemented at Western Nevada College for job training.

IV. TIME SCHEDULE

Work on this project should begin as soon after contract award as possible.  

V. QUALIFICATION CRITERIA

Minimum qualifications shall be considered as follows:

1. The specialized experience and professional competence of the respondent and its personnel in relation to the services to be rendered

2. The past performance record on contracts with WNDD or with others on such factors as cost, quality of work, responsibility, and the ability to meet schedules

3. The capacity of the consultant to perform the work within the time limitation, taking into consideration the current and planned workload of the respondent

4. The familiarity of the respondent with similar types of problems applicable to the project

5. The avoidance of personal and organizational conflicts of interest as prohibited under federal, state, and local laws

VI. PROPOSAL EVALUATION CRITERIA

The following minimum criteria shall be considered:

1. The quality of the work to satisfy the project

2. The proposed method to accomplish the work

3. The specialized experience and technical competence of key personnel who will perform the work

4. The cost quoted and cost considerations for the same or similar work activities

5. The business reputations, capabilities, responsibilities and past performance of the individuals or firms submitting proposals.
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
